If the Vendor utilizes a formally
recognized systems engineering process (e.g. Capability Maturity Model, International Standards
Organization) it should be clearly stated in the proposal.

5.4.4Volume Ill Operations and Maintenance

Volume III shall present the Bidder’s approach to meeting the requirements described or referenced in
Task 3 of the SOW. To aid in proposal review, the Bidder’s proposal shall be structured to allow the
reviewer to easily identify the Bidder’s approach to meeting the requirements described and referenced in
Task 3.

5.4.5Volume IV Cost

Volume IV is the only volume where cost information is found. Do not include cost information in any
other volume, to include the Abstract. Volume IV must include the following information on the first
page following the Volume Table of Contents:

o RFP reference;

e Name and address of Bidder;

e Name and telephone number of point of contact;

e Proposed cost; profit or fee; and total;

e Date of submission; and

e Name, title and signature of authorized representative.

The three pricing models outlined below are included to provide clarification of revenue, compensation
and ownership. Bidders should use one or all of these models when drafting their RFP response.

Model A:

NewCo front ends the cost for development of the FPD and pays Vendor for services via contract.
Once development is complete, a maintenance and service agreement will be put into place. All
ownership and IP rights will remain exclusively with NewCo. All transaction revenue would
remain with NewCo.

Model B:

Vendor front ends the majority of costs for development of the FPD and in return will receive X%
of the transaction revenue for X number of years. All ownership IP rights will remain exclusively
with NewCo.

Model C:

Joint Venture/Partnership/Investor relationship is established between NewCo and Vendor
wherein the ownership of the FPD and the IP Rights will be shared as will the costs for
development and the transaction revenue.
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Regardless of which Model described above is ultimately put into place, LTC will entertain proposals
under this RFP that contemplate use in the FPD of pre-existing software or other intellectual property
(Pre-Existing IP). The Proposal will need to describe such Pre-Existing IP in reasonable detail. Any Pre-
Existing IP must be available for license by NewCo and its participating companies at a reasonable
license fee in order for the Pre-Existing IP to be eligible for inclusion in the FPD. Pre-Existing IP
includes, without limitation, patents, patent applications, inventions, know-how and software owned or
licensed by Vendor or a third party. IP developed by the Vendor in the course of developing the FPD will
likely be required to be assigned to either NewCo or the entity determined under Model C. IP ownership
and licensing issues must be resolved during agreement negotiations to the satisfaction of LTC, or LTC
reserves the right to reject the initial Vendor and select a replacement Vendor.

Note: Bidders should be aware that a number of vendors have developed fraud detection systems
and some have asserted intellectual property rights in connection with those systems. Bidders are
urged to consider carefully in responding to this Request for Proposal whether they have full
rights to use the systems and technologies they propose to incorporate into the FPD. Bidders
shall be responsible for assuring that implementation of their proposals do not
infringe intellectual property rights of others.

In order to evaluate the proposal for cost realism, completeness, and reasonableness, the following
information must be submitted by each Bidder. Bidders should address each pricing model either by
providing pricing under the model or specifically stating that they would not be willing to operate under a
model. If Bidders would like to suggest another pricing/business model, LTC will entertain other
suggestions, including other types of investment models.

e Total Cost — includes Bidder’s total estimated labor and material costs to perform the three (3) tasks
described in the SOW. Labor and material costs for any value added services and capabilities beyond
the requirements set forth in this RFP should be clearly identified as Value Added Options so that
LTC can evaluate Total Cost with or without the value added services and capabilities. Any value
added services and capabilities that can be provided at no additional cost should be so indicated.

e Cost Per Task — breaks out the Bidder’s cost proposal by Task element (Task 1 cost proposal, Task 2
cost proposal, and Task 3 cost proposal). Each Task cost element should be broken out to indicate the
Bidder’s cost to meet the baseline initial functionality requirements set forth in this document from
the Bidder’s cost for any value added capabilities that are being proposed. Any value added services
and capabilities which can be provided at no additional cost should be so indicated.

e Maintenance and Service Cost — includes Bidder’s cost to maintain and service the system per
month/year after implementation in each of the four (4) option years.
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5.5 Bidder Certification

Proposals must be submitted with a Bidder Certification and be signed by an authorized official of the
organization submitting them. The below Bidder Certification should be extracted from this RFP, signed
and included at the end of the abstract volume of the Bidder’s proposal (not counted in Abstract volume
page limit).

Bidder Certification

Bidder agrees and understands that: this proposal and all attachments, additional information, etc.
submitted herewith constitute an offer to negotiate with LTC or NewCo. All information
contained in this offer is valid. Submission of this proposal, attachments, and additional
information shall not obligate or entitle Bidder to enter in a service agreement with NewCo for
the required services. Bidder agrees and understands that LTC is not obligated to respond to this
proposal and that LTC is not legally bound in any manner whatsoever by the submission of same.
Further, Bidder agrees and understands that any and all proposals and negotiations shall not be
binding or valid against NewCo, its directors, officers, employees or agents unless and/or until an
agreement is signed by a duly authorized officer of NewCo. It is understood and agreed that
LT/NewCo reserves the right to reject consideration of any and all proposals including, but not
limited to, proposals which are conditional or incomplete. It is further understood and agreed that
LTC and NewCo reserve all rights specified in this RFP.

In addition, by signing and submitting a response to this RFP, Bidder understands that one or
more members of the IWG may have a Material Financial Interest (defined in Sec. 5.8.1) in one
or more Bidders, Bidder consents to and waives any such apparent conflict of interest and
releases and holds harmless LTC, MBA, any IWG member, NewCo and any parent, subsidiary,
or affiliate, and any officers, directors, employees, representatives, and agents of any and all of
them, from and against all loss, claims, demands, causes of action, injury, liabilities, expenses,
including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs arising from any claim arising out of or resulting
from, in whole or in part any such apparent conflict of interest.

5.6 Cost Liability & Understandings

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with submitting the proposal, including, without limitation,
costs associated with preparation, site visitation and/or any travel connected with the submission. LTC
shall have no liability whatsoever for such costs. LTC assumes no responsibility for, and specifically
denies any and all liability for, any costs incurred in the preparation or submission of any proposal by any
Bidder. LTC is not responsible for any internal or external delivery delays that cause any proposal to
arrive beyond the stated deadline. To be considered, a proposal must timely arrive at the place specified
herein and be time-stamped prior to the deadline.

5.7 Non-Collusion

The Bidder, by signing the proposal, warrants and represents that its submission has not been solicited,
secured or prepared directly or indirectly, in a manner contrary to any state or federal law or the laws of
the District of Columbia, and that said laws have not been violated and shall not be violated as they relate
to the procurement or the performance of any ultimate agreement by any conduct, including the paying or
the giving of any fee, commission, compensation, gift, gratuity, or consideration of any kind, directly or
indirectly, to any LTC employee, IWG member, officer or official.

5.8 Conflict of Interest

The award of a contract is subject to provisions of all applicable laws and regulations. The members of
the IWG hold ownership interests in a few of the respondents to the previously issued Request for
Information published with regard to the FPD. The Operating Guidelines of the IWG require the use of a
mechanism to prevent an IWG member from casting a Decisive Vote that results in the Working Group’s
selection of a Bidder in which such member has a Material Financial Interest. If more than one member
has a Material Financial Interest in a Bidder, such members, collectively, will not cast the Decisive Votes
that result in the IWG’s selection of such Bidder in which such members have a Material Financial
Interest. For purposes of this section, In addition, no IWG member or authorized representative will be
involved as the primary reviewer or presenter to the IWG of a response to the RFP submitted by a Bidder
in which such IWG member or authorized representative has a Material Financial Interest. Decisive Vote
means a vote or votes, the absence of which would result in a different outcome in connection with the
selection of a Bidder to provide services for the FPD. Material Financial Interest means a contractual or
financial interest for which there is a substantial likelihood, in light of the surrounding circumstances, that
a reasonable person might appear to be influenced, or in fact be influenced, by the magnitude, or the
strategic significance, of such contractual or financial interest.

All Bidders must disclose with their proposals the name of any officer(s), director(s) and/or agent(s) who
is/are also an employee of LTC or any members of the IWG. Conflicts shall not preclude award. By
submitting a bid, all Bidders agree to waive and release LTC, the IWG and any of its subsidiaries or
affiliates from any claims or liability in connection with such interests.

5.9 Contract Terms and Regulatory Considerations

See Appendix H. Bidders should describe in detail their existing regulatory compliance procedures
and/or how they will ensure compliance.

5.10 Proposal Evaluation Criteria (PEC)

It is anticipated that only well-established companies with significant relevant experience will be able to
fulfill the project requirements. Therefore, LTC reserves the right to disregard responses to this RFP
from companies with less than three years demonstrated experience with very large databases of a
similar scale and operation in the financial/mortgage services industry.

Evaluation of proposals will be conducted as a two-step process. The first step will be evaluation of
proposals in accordance with the PPI as set forth in this RFP. The second step will consist of an oral
presentation, provided by selected Bidders based on the outcome of the first step. LTC shall not be
required to schedule oral presentations with all Bidders. The oral presentations will be scheduled no
sooner than four (4) days following Bidder notification. Each selected Bidder will provide an oral
presentation of their proposal. Oral presentations will be limited to one (1) hour with forty (40) minutes
dedicated to Bidder briefing of their management, technical and cost solution and a twenty (20) minute
question/response period. Discussions and final proposal revisions are not anticipated, but LTC does
reserve the right to conduct discussions and request best and final bids if deemed necessary.

It is imperative that the proposal be as complete as possible. Any items in the proposal that are deficient
or unclear may result in a lower rating. In addition:

e Technical and business personnel will assess each proposal submitted, based solely upon the content
of the proposal as described in the PPI.

e LTC will make no assumption that performance will include areas not specified in the proposal.
e LTC or NewCo may:

o Reject any offer if such action is in its interest, and/or

o Waive informalities and minor irregularities in the offers received.

e The responsibility shall be on the Bidder to convince LTC of its qualifications. All information
provided by the Bidder shall be used to assess the proposal as Acceptable or Unacceptable as defined
below:

ACCEPTABLE: LTC has determined that the offering for that factor under consideration is very likely to
accomplish project requirements in a manner advantageous to the LTC. An acceptable determination must
be characterized as being complete, with little or no need for modification, and representative of high
standards of technical, management, and/or operational practices.

UNACCEPTABLE: LTC has determined that the offering for that factor under consideration is not likely
to meet project requirements without extensive modification or rework.

5.11 Basis for Award

Any contract resulting from this solicitation shall be awarded to the Bidder that submits a proposal that
meets or exceeds the requirements set forth in this RFP and is judged to be the best value to LTC. For
evaluation purposes, the Bidder’s proposal should separate efforts to meet the baseline requirements of
this RFP from any value added efforts or capabilities that are being proposed above the stated
requirements. The LTC will use the following criteria to evaluate each proposal in addressing the tasks
described in the SOW. Acceptable proposals will not have an unacceptable rating in any of the
management subcategories.

e Project Management approach (development, operation and lifecycle maintenance) — 30%
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LTC will use the following criteria to evaluate the Bidder’s proposed management approach. An
acceptable proposal may not have an unacceptable rating in any of the management subcategories listed

below:

Does the Bidder’s proposal describe an effective process for communicating and interacting
with LTC personnel to produce and operate an effective and successful mortgage industry
data exchange?

Does the Bidder’s proposal explain how they would ensure that key personnel would be in
place and available to begin work at contract award?

Does the Bidder’s proposal show that the proposed personnel have the level of expertise and
skills required to satisfy the requirements of the SOW?

Does the Bidder’s proposal demonstrate an ability to manage the FPD project effectively and
deliver it on time?

Does the Bidder’s proposal describe an effective approach to ensuring service level quality of
the FPD?

Does the Bidder currently operate a system that performs the required functionality in this
RFP?

Does the Bidder’s proposal describe an effective plan for managing Subcontractors (if
applicable)?

Does the Bidder’s proposal include how the system will be operated, managed and
maintained throughout its lifecycle?

Does the Bidder’s proposal suitably address how hardware/software/firmware upgrades will
be accomplished?

Does the Bidder’s proposal suitably address how contract/performance variance will be
handled?

Does the Bidder have suitable management experience and resources available to perform
system life-cycle functions?

Does the Bidder have relevant experience in managing similar databases?
Does the Bidder provide references?

Does the Bidder’s proposed development schedule demonstrate an effective and efficient
effort to meet project requirements?

e Completeness of business/technical/operational solution — 30%
